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Recap Notes 2024



Sweet and tender, like the first warm breeze of spring,
Château Beauregard has not compromised its softnessand
elegance, even under the cool and rainy conditions of 2024.
Though the hallmark creaminess is absent, the wine still
speaks in its familiar, graceful voice. The texture is no
longer the familiar cold-cream smoothness, but more like a
glass of chilled fresh milk: pure, sweet, and seamless.
Thanks to both Tri densimétrique and optical sorting, it has
achieved a level of ripeness few estates could match,
bringing greater concentration to its supple body.

Lovely concentrated aromas of dark ripe blackcurrants and
plums with some vanilla, cream and chocolate nuances. A
little quiet and shy in terms of bright fruit but there's
lovely, slick tannins and a glossy overall feel. It's lightly
framed, leaning into the vintage, but with great focus and
purity. I'd love some more bounce but it has good
potential. A touch dry on the finish. One parcel of
Cabernet Sauvignon usually 6% but this year 9% of the
blend. A yield of 22hl/ha. Ageing 40% new barrels, 20% in
500L barrels for 16-18 months. 3.65pH.

Dark purple colour with violet hue. Aromatic nose reminiscent of ripe blackberries and
blackcurrants, fine toasting and gingerbread spices. On the palate elegant, rather medium
bodied yet with good persistence, elegant finish with very good length.

The first in the Pomerol flight at the UGC and we know
immediately where we are – in fact, this is an easy pick and
that’s a good thing to be able to say in this vintage. Violet
and pink rose petals, blueberries, blackcurrants and
damsons, a little graphite and blanched almonds. Soft,
gentle, with gracious tannins outlining the parameters of
quite an ample frame. Juicy and quite sumptuous for the
vintage in the mid-palate if lacking the complexity of the
bigger, richer recent vintage

Le Beauregard 2024 est un très joli vin. Des notes florales et
épicées en tête mènent à un noyau de fruits bleus et violacés,
de lavande, de clou de girofle et de réglisse. Moyennement
corsé, avec une belle profondeur, le Beauregard est
impeccablement équilibré. Le chêne, par exemple, est mieux
intégré qu'il ne l'a été ces dernières années. Il en va de même
pour les tanins, qui sont très soyeux. Le 2024 est un peu léger
dans sa structure, comme la plupart des vins de ce millésime,
mais son équilibre est irréprochable.

Some beginnings of new oak with cedar and spice. Fresh deep
raspberry fruit underneath. Spices and earthy complexity.
Juicy fruit and lovely freshness. mid-weight tannins and good
acidity. A classy and quite traditional Pomerol, which will be
approachable in the mid-long term.

It has a nose of sweet, smoky and rather leafy fruit, with dark
berry, white peach and a little leafy mint, showing the fresh
style of the vintage. This is followed by a rather vivacious yet
easy-going palate, with layers of raspberry, redcurrant and
strawberry, set in a juicy texture, supported by a plump grip
of softly extracted tannins. A very restrained example of
Beauregard this year, which is perhaps appropriate for the
vintage, leading to a lightly dried but ultimately cohesive
finish. A decent result in this vintage. Tasted twice, with very
consistent findings. The alcohol is about 13%, without
chaptalisation.

Based on 67% Merlot, 27% Cabernet Franc, and the rest
Cabernet Sauvignon from clay and limestone soils, the 2024
Château Beauregard reveals ripe black cherries, spicy wood,
and floral notes. Another pure, elegant, medium-bodied wine
from this talented team, I love its purity, and it has fine
tannins, nicely integrated oak, and a great finish. The wine
sees 40% new oak during its 16- to 18-month élevage.

Dark ruby, purple reflections, subtle ochre brightening on the
rim. Notes of cloves, ripe cherries, soft notes of figs and
nougat. Medium body, wild red berry confit, subtle acidity,
somewhat loosely knit, red cherries on the finish, somewhat
short.
